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	[bookmark: _GoBack]OEC Background Checks -Tips For Success
1. If possible, have the fingerprints (FP) collected via Livescan. State Police Barracks and many local police departments provide Livescan fingerprinting.  Be sure to call ahead
2. Payments: a separate payment is needed for each application. Include the person’s name on the check, and be sure to sign it.  $88.25 for staff, $86.25 for volunteer.  Make your payment payable to: Treasurer, State of CT
3. Application Packet: send all 4 required documents per applicant in the same envelope.  Try sending each staff person separately.
4. Packet contents: 1. Payment, 2. Fingerprint card – include all info on front and back, sign and date. 3. FBI Privacy Rights – read and sign in 2 places. 4. Authorization to Release Information from DCF Form – include all info, sign and date – be sure to include FIVE (5) years of residential addresses.

Classrooms as the root of Challenging Behavior 
Training Outcomes:
After completing this training, Learners will be able to:
1. Understand children communicate through their behaviors.
2. Apply this knowledge to interpret children’s behaviors to understand what they may be
communicating about the classroom environment.
3. Adapt classroom environments and revise teaching practices to lessen challenging
behaviors.
